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“Job was a good man. And what more does a man ask of himself but to be called “a good man?” But, this is not My goal for mankind - to have a race of “good men.” That would not satisfy the longing of My heart! I need My children to know Me and desire to exchange their nature for Mine. There is nothing less that would satisfy Me. Have I not said: “There is none good, no not one?” Human goodness is still from the wrong tree. It is not from the Tree of Life!


“The story of Job illustrates that which I do in My “good men.” I strip them of worldly goods, of public acclaim, of prestige and then I touch their bodies with uncleanness. Thus do I try them and bring them to a place where they can say: “Though He slay me yet will I trust Him.”


“In the age that is passing away, My people have heard of Me by the hearing of the ear - what man has said about Me. But when I judge all that they have put their trust in, they will come to the place where they can say, “…but now mine eye seeth Him.” they shall know My nature in truth and shall learn to walk  in it. Then shall restoration come; to their bodies, their souls, and their spirits. All shall be restored, even greater than it was at the beginning. And I shall not simply have “good men,” I shall have “god-men,” Emmanuel-me, in the earth. This, My loved ones, is the reason for the tribulation that comes to try My own “good men.”
